Hartley Morris Men formed in 1952, the year our
late Queen acceded to the throne. There have now
been two Monarchs and sixteen (at the time of
writing) Prime Ministers since we first entertained
crowds around Kent with Cotswold style English
traditional dance.

During the summer we dance out most Thursday
evenings, and the odd Tuesday. Experienced
Morris Men will tell you that the Morris works
magic, and that it works particularly well for those
members of the audience who contribute
generously to our collection. We dance for the fun
of it, to entertain you and to maintain one of
England’s great cultural traditions.

If you want to help maintain the Morris, and have
some fun and laughs along the way, why not
consider joining? We practice mid-September to
late-April every Thursday evening, in Wrotham,
from 8.30pm for a couple of hours, and then finish
the evening at our local pub (which is optionall).
Join us on any Thursday evening or, if you prefer
to try it with other new starters, we run a series of
Open Practices every Thursday during October.

We welcome all levels of male dancers. If you've
never danced before we'll teach you everything
you need to know. There is no cost - we provide
all the tuition and most of the kit and we'll start
you off slowly so you feel comfortable.
